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ABSTRACT

The study aimed to identify the effectiveness of using the discussion
network strategy in the collection of history and activating the
communication skill of fifth grade female students, and to suggest
modern and transparent methods, that stimulate motivation among
female students as well as to develop a proposal for subject teachers

to evaluate and invest skills.

The experimental approach was also used in applying the discussion
network strategy. Two groups were chosen, one experimental and the
other a control, and the discussion network strategy was applied to the

experimental group to measure the level of achievement and

communication skill later.
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The research population consisted of AL-ALBAB Primary School in

Wasit Governorate, AL—AZIZA District.

The study sample consisted of fifth — grade female students , and the
number reached 6( students . A post —achievement test was applied in

the discussion network strategy with the experimental group .
The results of the study indicated the following:

—That using the strategy the discussion network has an impact on
increasing the achievement of fifth —grade primary school students in

history.

-The use of the discussion network has an impact in activating the

communication skill of fifth—grade primary school students in history.

—There are statistically significant differences between the average
grades primary school students in the experimental group who learned
history according to the discussion network strategy , and the average

grades of fifth—grade primary school students in the control group who

learned the subject according to the usual method.
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
