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The teacher acquired this knowledge through various educational distance
learning at universities or through courses based on their employment. In
the modern era, education with informatics has evolved into a different
education that is focused on the learner and centered around him and
gives him information and a concept in another more interesting way.In
the age of technology, it doesn't matter if a teacher introduces a lesson in
a straightforward manner that inspires students to want to learn more.
What matters is whether the teacher sends the lesson via email or
explains it using an electronic educational platform inside the classroom,
which fosters greater student engagement and excitement.This calls for
stepping up the administration's and supervisors' efforts to see if these
platforms can be made available in colleges and universities, as well as
to encourage teachers to use them and their skills on these
platforms.These electronic educational platforms should be used by the
Ministry of Education in all English—language and other subject-specific
teaching courses because they help students focus and understand more,

and most importantly because they improve teacher proficiency.
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
