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Abstract.

The study aimed to identify the extent of applying the principles of
university governance, and to examine if there is a statistically significant
difference in the extent of applying the principles of university
governance in colleges of physical education in Irag due to demographic
variables from the viewpoint of faculty members in colleges of physical
education in Iraq.

The research depends on applied the survey method, both descriptive
and analytical approach used in this study using self-administered
questionnaire used as research instrument. A total of (320)
questionnaires were distributed (294) were collected (3) questionnaires
have been neglected due to uncompleted answers, 291 questionnaires
data were suitable to be tested.

The results indicated an average degree of governance elements
applied in Iraqi universities. The results also indicated that there is
statically significant difference in the extent of applying the principles of
university governance from the viewpoint of faculty members in colleges
of physical education in Iraq due to experience, the trends of these
differences were for experience (10— Less Than 15 Years).

Depending on results, the researcher recommends improving the level of
governance in Iraqi universities by clear governing structure with defined
roles and responsibilities, students as individuals should be the primary
centre of attention for faculty member, there should be mutual respect
between teachers and students. Faculty members should accept
dialogue, discussion, and respect for alternative solutions from students.
