women¢ your sons and your daughters and brought them. then he put them in
chisels and made of them a molten calfc and this is as you claimed« The Torah

was distorted by the monks and the elderly according to what serves their

interestsc and this humiliation was not the act of Aaron: but rather it was: From
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the act of (Samaritan which was stipulated in the Noble Qur’an in Surat Taha}%’
(Allah) said: 'We have tested thy people in thy absence: the Samiri has led
them astray . So Moses returned to his people in a state of indignation and
sorrow. He said: 'O my people! did not your Lord make a handsome
promise to you? Did then the promise seem to you long (in coming)? Or
did ye desire that Wrath should descend from your Lord on you: and so ye
broke your promise to me: They said: 'We broke not the promise fo thee:
as far as lay in our power: but we were made fo carry the weight of the
ornaments of the (whole) people: and we threw them (into the fire). and
that was what the Samiri suggested. 'Then he brought out (of the fire)
before the (people) the image of a calf: It seemed to low: so they said: This
is your god. and the god of Moses: but (Moses) has forgotten: Could they
not see that it could not return them a word (for answer). and that it had no
power either fo harm them or fo do them good. Aaron had already. before
this said to them: 'O my people! ye are being tested in this: for verily your

Lord is (Allah) Most Gracious; so follow me and obey my command. They

had said: 'We will not abandon this cult: but we will devote ourselves fo it

until Moses retfurns fo us: (Moses) said: 'O Aaron! what kept thee back:
when thou sawest them going wrong. From following me? Didst thou then
disobey my order? (Aaron) replied: 'O son of my mother! Seize (me) not
by my beard nor by (the hair of) my head! Truly | feared lest thou shouldst
say. 'Thou has caused a division among the children of Israel. and thou
didst not respect my word! Moses) said: 'What then is thy case. O Samiri
? He replied: '| saw what they saw not: so | took a handful (of dust) from
the footprint of the Messenger: and threw it (into the calf): thus did my soul
suggest to me: (Moses) said: 'Get thee gone! but thy (punishment) in this
life will be that thou wilt say:. 'fouch me not; and moreover (for a future
penalty) thou hast a promise that will not fail: Now look at thy god. of
whom thou hast become a devoted worshipper: We will certainly (melt) it in
a blazing fire and scatter it broadcast in the sea. But the god of you all is
the One Allah: there is no god but He: all things He comprehends in His

knowledge

Sunnah« The prophecy is an explicit agreement. so this is something that should

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The second : Unless it is mentioned in the Quran¢ nor in the Sunnah¢ nor
contradicts them: then this bears the possibility of truth and falsehood: just like
all the usual reports.And it is permissible to narrate it for admonition and

consideration.

The third : What opposes the Qur’an and the Sunnah is a pure lie that is not
permissible to narrate except to refute it and disbelieve it. The commandments of
the Civil Testament do not contain the comprehensiveness of the commandments
of the Noble Qur’an: which are consistent with human instinct.In a manner that
satisfies the passion of the desired( including intentionalc moralc socialc and
behavioral issues: which the book showed:« The immortal mosque to the day of
the hour.And this Qur’an was revealed by God to our masterc Muhammad. may
God’s prayers and peace be upon him. loved us. to bring people out of darkness
into lightc and from ignorance into darkness.The light of knowledge by which
people see either to heaven or to hell.And the Qur’an does not only talk about
monotheism and rejecting evil. but rather it talks about all aspects of life that give

man. He is blessed with perfecting his behavior. correcting his course« correcting

human crookednessc and bestowing upon him an outpouring of purity. beauty.
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and love.They are fully comprehensive. The mirrored greatness included many of
the tasks entrusted to man. including:Worship« material obligation. social
obligation« physical obligation. and other foundations of Islam.And the science of
