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Study summary

In light of the changes that Iraq and the world and those around it are going
through in all fields that made those in charge of education face a great challenge
in communicating knowledge to students and their main means In those curricula,
including geography, as the call was to abbreviate knowledge in the form of key

concepts, as its absorption constitutes And familiar with It.

In this chapter, the study adopted the descriptive approach, which consisted of two
tranches, the first of which included geography books in the intermediate stage,
and the second included teachers in Kirkuk Governorate, who numbered (204)
teachers of geography in Kirkuk Governorate, of whom 127 were males and 77
females, as the researcher relied on 150 A teacher sample of geography
teachers, who constitute 73% of the total population of the study. The researcher
prepared a list of geographic concepts related to population contained in
geography books in the intermediate stage, and all those tools and characteristics
of validity and reliability were met. And then through the use of a questionnaire as
a data collection tool and the use of the statistical analysis program Statistical
Packages for Social Sciences (). The analysis resulted in several results, the most
important of which Is the geographical concepts contained In the geography
courses in the intermediate stage. Some curricula need to add and renew some

complementary concepts and the lack of interdependence and sequence of

geographical population concepts in the middle grades. There are statistically
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significant differences for the concepts mentioned in the book of geography, and
there are statistically significant differences for the variable of experience and
qualification for the population concepts available in the curriculum. The study
recommends a periodic evaluation of the geography curriculum and its connection
to the changes taking place in Iraq, and defining the concepts of population
education in a clear and concise manner, taking into account integration and
comprehensiveness. Where the researcher proposed several proposals, including
separating the subject of geography from the subject of history and patriotism and
making it an independents subject, and preparing a proposed program to prepare a

geographical teacher in the academic stages in the light of modern trends in Iraq.
